More Bottle (41)
by Andrew Ladlow

One of the advantages of writing this
column is that now and again friends
hand over bottled beer suggesting that it
may be useful for an article. Late last
year a bottle of ‘The Famous Spingo Ale’
appeared, courtesy of Martin, who had
travelled to Helston to watch a football
match and could not resist the
opportunity to sample Blue Anchor Ales.
The Blue Anchor Inn, 50, Coinagehall
Street, Helston dates back to the 15™
Century, was originally a monk’s hospice
and is one of the oldest brewpubs in the
country. The beers are brewed at the
back of the pub (which is characterful to
say the least and well worth visiting), as
are the two main beers — Spingo Medium
and Spingo Special.

| was fortunate to have the chance to try
Spingo Medium in a bottle. The beer was
copper brown in colour and whilst quite
lively, was crystal clear (careful pouring
had kept the sediment in the bottle). The
aroma was beautifully rich with both malt
and hops present. The overall taste
favoured malt, but with a pleasant
fruitiness. This gave way to a dryness,
particularly in the aftertaste, which was
rather well balanced.

J The bottle claimed that the beer was
